,junipers , pines , bamboo and maple . They could also be fruit and flowering trees like 

cherry and plum . 

Bonsai trees and plants can be kept indoors as well as outdoors . They are kept small and 

short by regular cutting and pruning of the roots and branches . The pots of thses trees 

need to be changed from time to time and this is called repotting. Bending the trunk and 

branches can beautify the trees. The bent parts of the tree are held together by wires until 

the shape becomes permanent.
